· This Website also provides a search text-box that can be used to look for specific information.  

For example:

· The search term “Hercules” will provide results that provide

information about Hercules in mythology and astrology.  It also includes a list of several articles that mention Hercules and links to maps.  The maps include a map of Hercules Bay; a map of the Pillars of Hercules; and a map showing Mina Hercules.  The page also provides a dictionary entry for Hercules; a link to photographs; and several other article links.

· The search term “Pandora’s Box” gave results that were similar to those from the Hercules search.  It also included a quote using the term Pandora’s Box, and information about a movie called Pandora’s Box
· Both of these result pages included a green box that said it was a link to books about the topic (Hercules / Pandora’s Box).  This link went to the MSN shopping Webpage.  To find items about the topic, a click on the “Search Shop” icon was required.  (The search term was already typed into the search box.)  The results list narrowed down to the items pertaining to the topic, but both times the list included more than just books.
