You could include a map showing the best way to get from your house to Yellowstone Park. What should be included in the brochure to convince your parents? Here are suggestions, and there is a worksheet to help you organize your information.

Double click on it and select a new document 
sheet. You can choose the font you would like and set up how wide your 
paragraphs can be. Remember if you are printing out pictures for your brochure, 
black and white is 10 cents and color is 50 cents. The librarian can direct you to 
the printers.

The webquest is for students in grades 6. This webquest gives the student an opportunity to do searching on the web and familiarize themselves with what is available for projects and research. This webquest could also be used when studying about Wyoming, or National Parks. The process the student goes through to get the information would be considered in the US National Standards as “Developing Resource Skills” and “Communication of Information” both in English standards. By having the student make his or her own brochure it also allows for the student to be creative. The students need to learn how to organize the information show that it is understandable.
