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	Introduction

You are an artist and will create your own story about an animal based on the story of the Whingdingdilly by Bill Peet. Imagine you are an unhappy dog named Scamp and want to become a different kind of animal. What kind of animal would you want to be? Try to come up with an even more funny animal than Bill Peet did with the Whingdingdilly.

Creating a new animal will be lots of fun. You will do this by making a picture of your new animal. Do you think Scamp would like to be this kind of animal? Think about why Scamp decides he really wants to be a dog after all.

Task

Using art, you will create your very own Whingdingdilly. Give it a new name. You will use the Web to learn more about how Bill Peet came up with the Whingdingilly, choose your own 5 animals to draw, and print out a page to create your own animal. 

Process

1. First we will read The Whingdingdilly by Bill Peet out loud in class 

2. Then go to Bill Peet’s own Web site and read about how he came up with the Whingdingdilly by clicking on this link: http://www.billpeet.net/PAGES/ideas.htm
3. To get ideas for your new animal, go to the site Animal Coloring/Info Pages

4. Print out 5 pictures of animals you want to color! Choose from amphibians, reptiles, cats, dogs, dinosaurs, and more! 
5. Then print out your project drawing page from this site by clicking here:  I'm a     Whingdingdilly! http://www.sdcoe.k12.ca.us/score/whin/Whing.htm
6. Start coloring your new animals with markers, crayons or paint. You can then cut out your pictures and glue them together in fun ways onto the project page to make your very own Whingdingdilly. You can even glue in a picture of yourself for a face!!
7. Write your name at the bottom of the page

8. Write the name of your new animal at the top of the page

Your individual projects will be graded according to certain parts. You should include 5 animals, use a lot of color, write down the name for your new Whingdingdilly and also write your own name on the project page. You will each get your own grade for this project.
